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A little!  Exhaust includes Carbon 

Monoxide (CO), and CO is nothing to 

mess with.  But I really wanted to be 

flying. I played with the vents and 

heater controls while he flew another 

good pattern. Was the exhaust smell 

going away?  

 

He took off again, and the exhaust 

smell was stronger than before. I  

remembered that someone had left a 

CO detector in the jockey box. I 

pulled it out: "DARK SPOT MEANS 

DANGER," it said, and the spot was 

dark. I scraped at it with my thumb-

nail, but the spot stayed dark.  I 

opened all the vents and turned off 

the heater, and we landed, then we  

telephoned maintenance from the air-

plane to make sure that nobody would 

fly it until the exhaust system was 

checked out.  

 
Later that week, a local pilot died in 

his home from Carbon Monoxide poi-

soning, a tragic accident.  

 

Carbon Monoxide poisoning is a kind 

of hypoxia.  There are four kinds of 

hypoxia, based on the four steps the  

body takes to use oxygen.  The first 

step is inhaling oxygen; if there isn't 

enough in the air, that is hypoxic 

hypoxia.  This is  what happens at 

higher altitudes.   

 

In the second step, oxygen moves 

from the lungs into the blood; if this 

can't occur, that is hypemic hypoxia.  

Next, the blood transports the oxy-

gen around the body; if the blood 

doesn't move, that is stagnant hy-

poxia.  Finally, oxygen moves from 

the blood to the cells; if it can't, 

that's histotoxic hypoxia.  

 

Red bloods cells find CO more at-

tractive than oxygen, so if there is  

enough of it around, it hitches a ride 

on the nearest red blood cell and  

travels merrily around your body.  

The oxygen is left at the gate like a 

standby passenger pushed off the 

flight by a high - mileage frequent 

flyer.  

 

Too much CO means that the cells of 

your body don't get the oxygen they 

need, and that includes the brain 

cells.  The brain shuts down, the

It was a lovely fall 

morning, cool and crisp 

below a high overcast.  

And I was going to fly!  Better yet, 

I was going to fly with a student 

who was about to solo.

He flared too hard and we popped up 

out of ground effect. Oops. I recov-

ered, set us straight, and gave him 

the controls for another try. Much 

better. This is progress!  

 

But something was bugging me. "Do 

you smell exhaust?" I asked.  

 

"A little," he said to me.  
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heart shuts down, and finally we read 

about the victim in the newspaper.  

 

How can CO problems be prevented?   

 

The first way is knowledge of aircraft 

systems.  Cabin heat in single engine 

aircraft is pretty simple: exhaust is 

hot (remember that EGTs run around 

1300 degrees Fahrenheit), so a shroud 

over part of the exhaust system will 

heat plenty  

of air for the cabin.  But, if there is 

an exhaust leak, the same hot air 

contains CO.  That's why I turned off 

the heat when I smelled exhaust.  

 

Many twins use a combustion heater 

with its own exhaust system.  Usually, 

the heater exhaust is vented behind 

the cabin, but there are exceptions.   

 

Some pressurized twins have alternate 

air doors inside the nacelles, where 

there may have some CO.  So what?  

That air goes into the engine, not the 

cabin, right?  Actually,  

the air (including any CO)  goes 

through the turbocharger before  

it goes through the engine, and air 

from the cold side of the turbo-

charger provides pressurization.  In 

these airplanes, use of alternate air 

requires depressurization.  

 

The second step in preventing CO 

problems is careful inspection of the 

exhaust system.  This applies during 

the summer, too, because we often 

fly high enough to get cold.  

  

Homebuilders can do this themselves,  

but make sure that you know what to 

look for.  

 

Finally, CO detectors are inexpensive 

and, as I found out, they work.  

 

The airplane was fixed and my stu-

dent soloed a couple of days later.  

Of course he was thrilled, and I was 

more confident in him because  

he had seen how important it is to 

use all of our senses.

Lake ð Part 2: Recovering an 

airplane from the mud by Dale 

Cresap:  
 

Errol wonders about how to recover 

the plane while we sit awaiting rescue 

the previous week. The only idea that 

comes to mind is a large helicopter, 

which sounds exorbitant. Yet over the 

next few days he applies his creative 

ingenuity to the problem and thinks 

the plane may be able to pull itself 

out if it is fitted with skis to spread 

the load.  

 

Some friends of ours that went to the 

same event south of Phoenix we had 

intended to attend had a leisurely 

stay and found out about our situation 

before they came home. Our GPS co-

ordinates took them right to the 

plane, and they were able to report 

that it was still intact and no deeper 

in the mud. This was reassuring news 

for us.  

 

This is a stressful and demanding 

week for Errol, as you may well imag-

ine. He has many offers of help, 

equipment, and suggestions about how 

to recover the plane. In the end he 

and I go back with 6 other fellow pi-

lots, neighbors, and friends. Four -

wheelers are offered, but the one he 

accepts has tracks instead of wheels.  

 

Our main plan involves a hovercraft 

loaned by Brian Haynes from Ameri-

can Falls. Larry Hobbs makes a spe-

cial trip to get it. Errol says we need 

2 plans, so if the plane will not pull 

itself, perhaps the hovercraft will. I 

think cross country skis will provide 

enough area to stay on top of the 

gunk, and bring an old pair. The 

Delta Fire Department has offered to 

help, so we go with a minimum of 

manpower and equipment. Errol de-

signs and builds skis for the plane 

with a welded framework and a base 

of UHMW sheet, slippery as Teflon 

and 15 times as abrasion resistant as 

steel. I realize the right spot could 

be hard to find by road, so I get di-

rections from Google maps.  

 

The departure will be before 5 AM 

Thursday. It is not easy for me to 

get Thursday off of work, but I find 

a way. I wouldn't miss this. I meet 

Larry at his house at 0435, and we 

drive to meeting point.  

 

It is a long drive, and when we stop 

in Delta, we can't reach the Fire 

Department and the sheriff dis-

patcher says they can't spare anyone 

to guide us in, so we are on our own. 

I buy the local paper since I am in a 

color photo on the front page. We 

follow the map directions with my 

hand held GPS. It knows where the 

plane is, but not the roads, and we 

can't drive cross country. I turn to-

ward the plane too soon. The road 

gets worse and disappears, so we 

turn around and later come to an-

other decision point and take the 

wrong fork. This bad road leads to 

the lake too far north. Can we drive 

along the shoreline? We encounter a 

soft area and the engine strains as 

we slow down and almost get stuck. 

Time to turn around again. Finally we 

find another road that leads back to 

the right road, and follow it to the 

makeshift road, losing 2 hours in the 

process.  
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We unload the hovercraft and Larry 

and I head for the plane. It runs for 

5 minutes and dies. Fortunately we 

are not yet out on the mud. We are 

in dusty salt, like powdered sugar. 

Clouds of it billow around us, result-

ing in a packed air filter. Larry 

cleans it out and heads straight back 

for shore, where it is packed full 

again. The battery is dead, and Kevin 

observes that one spark plug gap is 

wrong. How can he tell? The spark 

plug is laying out in the open. It has 

popped out of the engine. A make-

shift shroud is made to deal with the 

salt dust, but it doesn't help. The 

spark plug is gingerly inserted, and 

the battery is jumped. Larry asks for 

my opinion. Should we try again? The 

hovercraft has had 3 system failures 

so far. If anything fails while it is 

out on the mud there is no way to 

get it back. We tried hard, but I 

advise giving it up.  

 

In contrast, Tory's tracked 4 

wheeler will go in the mud. It is slow, 

but I am reminded of the story of 

the tortoise and the hare. Tory lost 

his legs in a truck accident years 

ago, and I was doubtful that he would 

be much help, but he proves to be es-

sential to the effort, having the only 

means of transport to and from the 

plane. He comes to rescue me from 

the broken down hovercraft and takes 

me to plane to retrieve the camping 

gear Errol and I intended to use on 

our flight, and will need tonight. The 

plane is exactly as we left it. Tory 

takes me back to shore and we set up 

camp. 
 

It has been a long day and we are 

tired and go to bed early. Tom and 

Kevin arrive this night. We knew they 

were coming and were concerned about 

their ability to find us. We should not 

have worried. They drove straight 

here in dark, never having been here. 

Tom has a Garmin 496 GPS with a 

map lady reading directions to him. 

She even told him where to turn off 

the road.  

 

Our crew is complete with Errol, Me, 

Bob Mendelez, Rod Smith, Tory 

Jones, Larry Hobbs, Tom Strong, and 

Kevin Forbush.
